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Initiatives Based on the Recommendations of the TCFD

The Yamato Group understands that revealing the risks and opportunities faced by and presented to society and the Company by cli-
mate change issues, evaluating the impacts thereof, and formulating countermeasures are essential for the sustainability of the busi-
ness. We have carried out scenario analyses of Yamato Transport in the scal year ended March 31, 2022, based on the
recommendations of the Task Force on Climate-related Financial Disclosures (TCFD). While enhancing the sustainability of the Group
by clarifying the business impacts of climate change and engaging in countermeasures focused on issues that have a signi cant
impact, we will enhance corporate value by holding dialogues with stakeholders.
